Department continued to grow in numbers
and in Christian training.

Not only did he have a \

genuine love for children, but a godly concern

for their soul and a sincere interest in their

well being. The progress at New Mount Zion

¢ Some of the auxiliaries included the Celestial Choir which was renamed the
Children's Choir, GA Girls, Starlight Band, Junior Ushers, Youth Ushers, Youth
Choir, Girl Scouts, Boy Scouts, and Youth Outreach. Other auxiliaries added
were the Orchestra, Teens for Christ, Pre-Teens, Drill Team, Boy’s Mentoring,
Girl’s Mentoring, Praise Dancers, and Scholarship Committee. The auxiliaries
became larger in number, thereby, the number of youth leaders increased.
